
Self-Guided Bicycle Tour 
Long Beach, Naples 

& Seal Beach 

1 Exit Wheel Fun to the left, following the parking 

lot around past the Yard House 

2 Turn left and follow cobblestone sidewalk along 

the water 

3 Continue along the path around Rainbow Harbor, 

past the lighthouse staying along the water 

4 Turn right on Golden Shore Street before going 

under bridge and keep right on Aquarium Way  

5 Cross Shoreline Dr. heading into The Pike and 

turn right on Bay St. 

6 Cross Pine Ave. at stoplight and turn right onto 

sidewalk 

7 Turn left on bike path and free ride around Rain-

bow Lagoon 

8 Exit the Lagoon on the path adjacent to the island 

bridge along Shoreline Dr. 

9 Cross Shoreline Dr. at the light proceeding along 

path to the left of Shoreline Village Dr. 

10 At pathôs end, turn left on path along the marina 

and proceed along the beach path 

11 At the end of the path, cross Ocean Blvd. and 

continue straight along 54th Pl. 

12 54th Pl. veers right onto Bay Shore Ave (note: if 

traffic is present, you may choose the sidewalk on 

the left) 

13 Turn right on 2nd St. 

14 Turn right on The Toledo 

15 After passing the fountain, continue straight onto 

E. Neapolitan Ln.  when The Toledo veers right 

16 Cross bridge and turn right on waterfront path  

17 Continue on waterfront path all the way past the 

Long Beach Yacht Club  

18 Continue along the waterfront path. 200 yards 

past the yacht club turn left at the small structure, 

proceeding straight out of the parking lot onto 

The Toledo 

19 Turn Right onto E. Naples Plaza 

20 Turn right on E. 2nd St. and proceed over bridge 

21 Turn right on E. Marina Dr. which veers right 

along the water becoming N. Marina Dr.  

22 Turn left and cross bridge on Marina Dr.  

23 Just past First Street, veer right on Central Ave. 

24 Turn right on Main St.  

25 Turn right on Ocean Ave.  

26 Turn right on 1st St.  

27 Turn left on Marina Dr.   

28 Turn right on N. Marina Dr.  which veers left 

becoming E. Marina Dr.  

29 Turn left on E. 2nd St.  

30 Cross bridge and turn left on Bay Shore Ave. 

31 Turn right on E. Ocean Blvd. 

32 Turn left on Junipero Ave.
