
Tip # 1 

 
Bond seat tears and fill small missing areas using a product, made by Permatex, called ñBlack Rubber Sealantò.  
 
 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
If the area is large a couple of layers can save most seat or back rest pads.  

 
Tip # 2 

 
To avoid loss of one part of helmet buckles:   
 
Fold adjustable end of strap to form 3 or more thicknesses.  
Secure the fold by sewing or stapling. 
 
 
 
 
  
 
 Use Large Heavy duty stapler 
Buckle should be able to be removed but only with effort. 
 

 
Tip # 3 
 
To clean basket lace: 
If you have tried everything else without success, this is a last resort, as it may shorten the life of the basket lace. 
 
1.) Wipe off loose dirt, spray small area of lace (no more than ¼ of basket) with Spray on oven cleaner. Use brush to 
loosen grime and clean areas where lace overlaps.  
2.) Rinse thoroughly with clean water. 
3.) After lace has dried spray with furniture polish. This wax will protect the lace and leave it less likely to attract more 
grime.

Tip # 4 
 

When replacing the rear wheel on Quad Sports, Choppers & Deuce Coupes be sure to apply 
ñAnti-seize Lubricantò on Axle, Axle Key and Pin with nut. 
 

 
 
 
 
 

Liberal amounts of this product will prevent the parts from freezing/corroding together and make the next wheel 
replacement much easier.  
Other suggested uses -- Surrey Freewheel, sealed bearing installations, etc.  
  

 
 
Tip # 5 

 
To avoid losing sprocket set screws use Medium Strength Threadlocker 
 
  
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
One drop on the threads is enough to assure bolts stay tight.  
Other suggested uses -- Cap screw on front wheel of Surrey and anywhere you have a bolt without a Nyloc nut. 
 

 
 

Tip # 6 

 
 

When aligning front wheels on a surrey the goal is to adjust the steering mechanism so that they are equidistant front 
to back. A tape measure can be used; however a quicker method is to loosely tape 2 dowels together. To make this 
measurement, spread dowels to touch rim of both wheels, hold dowels to prevent sliding as you measure space 
between rims. Align wheels by adjusting point "A" and B" to assure measurement is the same at both points. 
 
 
 
   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
  
  

   
 
  
 
Proper alignment of front Surrey wheels greatly increases tire life (and makes Surrey easier to pedal).

Tip # 7 
 

When adding links or reattaching chain it is a good idea to leave the pin attached to one end of the chain with a small 
nub through the side plate.  To reattach lightly twist links into position using nub to align the pin. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
                                                                To help assure pin is not pushed too far add loose fitting nut 
 

 
 
Tip # 8 
 
Check and Tighten all pedals on Surreys and Deuce Coupes at least once a month.  
Though they may not always appear to be loose, loose pedals are a major cause of 
crank arm failure (and they aren't great for customer service either). 
 
If the pedal receives an impact and is not tightly secure the threads often 
ovalize the pedal hole.   
 
 
Note:  Use of a small dab of grease on the pedal threads to minimize 
resistance while tightening and be sure to use a proper pedal wrench 
for extra leverage. 
 
 
 

 
 
Tip # 9 
 
To patch or repair a broken lace on Surrey or Deuce Coupe baskets: 
 
 
 
 
Cut both ends of broken lace to provide straight clean edges.   
Thread small screw or spoke half way into one end of broken lace.  
Trim unthreaded part off of bolt / spoke to create a small piece of threaded rod.  
Thread other end of broken lace (or patch of scrap lace) to cover threaded area.  
Like a Chinese finger puzzle the lace will tighten as stretched. 

 
 
Tip # 10 

 
To prevent slippage when using cartridge Bottom Bracket tool 
use 8mm x 1.0 bolt to lock socket to Bottom Bracket Axle 
 
 
 
 
Note: For use on 3 pc. Bottom Bracket found on Deuce Coupe, older Surreys and many bicycles. 
 

To help you assure pin is not pushed too far add loose fitting nut 
(or stack of washers) as a stop to your chain breaker 



Tip # 11 
 

¶ We recommend 45-50 lbs. for all WFR specialty products and Surrey tires.  
 

¶ Full tires can save down time and customers are more likely to become "return customers' because  pedaling 
is much easier 

Low tires will suffer increased inner tube pinch flats and rim damage and the tires will wear out prematurely (two 
small tears close together indicate a Pinch Flat  AKA  Snakebite, Double-Flat which is caused by low air pressure 
forcing the inner tube to be pinched between tire and wheel). 

 
     Tips:  

¶ Check inside of tire before putting new inner tube into tire: Look for nail, staple, thorns or any other object that 
could cause a punctured inner tube. 

¶ Before putting inner tube into tire inflate the tube only enough to hold its shape (to help prevent pinching the 
tube).  

¶ Tire and Inner tube sizes can be confusing. Check wheel size to make sure you use the correct size inner 
tube. The main sizes of Tires and Tubes recommended are : 

 
Bicycle Style  (T&T are measured by outside diameter of tire)   
labeled --Diameter X  width of the tread 
16 x 2.125 (Front Deuce Coupe, Chopper, Quad Sport & all Slingshot) 
20 x 2.125 (Rear Chopper and Quad Sport ) 
 
Motorcycle Style (T&T are measured by outside diameter of rim)  
labeled --Width of tread X diameter 

2 ¼" x 16 (Front Surrey and Rear Deuce Coupe) 
2 ¼  x 18 (Rear Surrey) 
 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Thorn Resistant tubes with thicker rubber are available and recommended for areas prone to thorn induced flats. 
 

 
 
Tip # 12 
 
Flags are an important part on all of our bikes and displays.  
We recommend 2 flags on each Surrey to really pump up the display. 
 

 
To mount these flags securely on Surreys you can drill a hole in the small  
black plastic cap on the rear seat frame.    
 
Don't remove flags at the end of the day, just 
fold them down under the canvas top. 
 
 
 
 
Note:   Deuce Coupes, Choppers, Quad Sports and Slingshots all have flag tubes built into the seat, and you can 
mount flag brackets on the rear axle of bicycles.

Tip # 14 
 
Removing  bearings from Q uads & Choppers:  
If you have  to replac e stubborn rear axle  bearings (or outer bearing ring) u se a 21 mm socket (best to 
put a bolt through it or an old socket extension) to insert into the frame tube that holds the axle. The 
socket fits inside the frame tu be and rests nicely against the old bearing ring. Some liquid wrench, and 
a few sharp blows on a long punch and  you can pop that old bearing ring out.
